What God Says About Relational Boundaries

Here’s a limited assortment of New Testament verses that address essential boundaries
in relationships, including ending relationships—even with family. Please see that the
most forceful and explicit words (in red) were spoken by Jesus Himself, plainly
challenging some common, cherished assumptions Christians have about remaining in
relationships with others at any cost and what it means to be Christlike.

In fact, our willingness to stay in toxic, unequal, or otherwise unhealthy relationships
may signal that we've made a person or system a higher power in God’s place, and that’s
idolatry—Yikes! I urge you to prayerfully read through them, lingering on the ones that
elicit an emotional response in you. It’s important to explore what may be driving us,
sometimes grounded in childhood patterns that no longer serve us. Help is available and
Jesus can heal all things!

Pray, meditate, explore cross-references, research others, and journal how the passages apply to your situation.
Talk to God about it and get still to listen to what He tells you without judgment. When prompted, respond in
faith. It may be very painful, but the freedom is worth it. I've also shared a very few resources below to help.
